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What are the requirements of the Single-Use Carryout Bag Ban?

e Most grocery stores, convenience stores, liquor stores, and large retail stores
that have pharmacies or sell perishable food may not provide their customers
with single-use carryout bags.

e Stores may provide customers with certified reusable grocery bags or
recycled paper bags that meet the requirements of the bag ban law.

e Stores must charge at least 10 cents per reusable grocery bag or recycled
paper bag.

e Stores must provide free reusable grocery bags or recycled paper bags to
customers using EBT cards or WIC cards/vouchers to pay.

What qualifies as a recycled paper bag?
In general, a recycled paper bag must:
e Contain a minimum of 40 percent postconsumer recycled material

¢ Have printed on the bag the name of the manufacturer, the country where the bag was
manufactured, and the percentage of postconsumer recycled content

What qualifies as a certified reusable grocery bag?
In general, a certified reusable grocery bag must:
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minimum of 20 percent postconsumer y .
